
well to “Lovin’ All Night,” her cur-
rent hit. The singer hasn’t had this
enthusiastic of a reception from radio
since her last No. 1 hit, 1996s
“Lonely Too Long.” 

She thought of recording the
song after performing it on the Down
From the Mountain tour as a duet
with the man who wrote it, Rodney
Crowell. “It just had such a great feel
when we did it live,” she says.
“People would go crazy over it.”

While struggling to find good
uptempo songs for her new album,
Loveless remembered how the crowd
reacted to Crowell’s song. She men-
tioned it to her husband and produc-
er, Emory Gordy, who once per-
formed with Crowell when both of
them were members of Emmylou
Harris’ Hot Band in the ‘70s. 

Gordy only perceived one obsta-
cle to cutting “Lovin’ All Night”: the
original song came from a male point
of view. So, Patty said, “I called
Rodney from the studio one night
and asked if he could change a cou-
ple of the lines. We did it right there
on the spot, via cell phone.” 

Crowell changed “the boss man is
really a jerk” to saying he’s “really a
flirt,” and switched the line “she’s as
pretty as a fresh-cut flower” to “he
says I’m pretty as a fresh-cut flower.” 

Patty and Emory heightened the
song’s rockabilly edge, and Patty
sounds like she’s having a ball as she
